Families tell of 'ordeal'

JOHANNESBURG. 
TWO families from Moz­
ambique flew from Johan­
nesburg this week to a 
new future abroad-em­
bittered and relieved after 
their experiences in the 
marxist country. 

They told about child' 
labour being used by Fre­
limo to cultivate the land, 
and of broken down pub-

lic amenities and other 
retrogtesslons in that 
country. 

Mrs . Ko Cara who left 
for Sao Paulo hi Brazil 
with her husband and two 
children said: "I thank 
God that we are out of 
there." 

. The other family, which 
still has relations In Moz­
ambique, also said they 
were relieved to be out. 

They did not want to be 
named. They left for Por­
tugal. 

Both families said their 
biggest agony was to see 
their childreg being talten 
away in the mornings by 
Frelimo to work in the 
fields. 

"They worked from day­
break to past noon. After 
lunch they went to school 

until late afternoon," l\lrs 
Cars said. 

The school lessons, ac­
cording to the famiiies; 
consiste-d mostly of man:-
1st indoctrination. All 
public religious lessons, 
the families said, . had 
come to a stop. 

"All you see in the 
places where we once wor­
shipped are large life-size
